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Visitors at the meeting were Veronica Aguirre and Ellen Taylor.

Bob presided over the meeting as Marcia was sick.

Agenda   Bob moved the Membership report to later in the meeting so that Linda Nelson-Bova could assist of the judge for the YAM Scholarship.  Rosie moved to accept the change to the agenda and Deena seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Minutes   Sue made a correction to the minutes noting that the title of the fall conference is ‘Celebrate’ Colorful Connections: 75 years of Art Education rather than celebrating. Also Beach would be donating $250 dollars to the reception rather than $500.  Cal moved to accept the changes to the minutes and Rosie seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
Treasurer’s Report   Deena gave two reports about our finances.  One was the regular treasurer’s report and the second was about the compilation that was recently done.   For the regular treasurer’s report, the total income since November 14 was $3,620.77.  Total expenditures were $5,770.29.  With Bob’s approval Deena transferred $2,000 from CD #2 to the checking account.  As to date, the total available income in the checking account is $2,692.92.  Cal made the motion to allow the treasurer to create a savings account to hold the student scholarship monies made from the fall conference auction.  This year the amount made at the Hutchinson conference was $2531.55.  Linda Morgan seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  Deena asked where the monies for the Post Card printing and postage should come from.  Rosie moved to divide the bill ($237) for post card printing and postage equally between the YAM account and the Web account.  Linda Morgan seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  Rosie suggested that $250 needed for the Harry Hart Memorial YAM Scholarship be moved from the past president’s budget.  We also have 3 certificates of deposit for a total of $58814.36.  CD #1 is for $49,080.64 and matures 5-2-2010, CD #2 is for $4,667.37 and matures 5-21-2010, and CD #3 is for $5,066.35 and matures 4-13-2010.  Laurie moved to accept the treasurer’s report with additions.  Linda M. seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
The second report was the compilation provided by Clubine and Rettele Chartered (CPA) of Salina.  This compilation was for the fiscal year 2008-2009 ending May 31, 2009.  Total liabilities and net assets are $69,641.  The audit cost $850. and there was filing fee of $40 to register KAEA as a corporation.
Bob asked Ellen Taylor and Veronica Aguirre to review the KAEA check book.  They reported no problems.
Calendar Date Changes    Kris reported that 2 of the board meeting dates on the 2010 Calendar were on Wednesdays.  The meetings have been changed to September 11 and November 13.  Both meetings are in Salina.  Two other corrections on calendar  were the Arts at the Capitol Day is March 11 this spring and the Western Regions Conference is June 25-26 this summer.  Kris will get a revised calendar out to all via email.
Joint Membership with NAEA    Bob presented and reviewed  the benefits of being affiliated with the national organization.  Linda Morgan moved to maintain our affiliation with NAEA.  Linda Nelson-Bova seconded the motion.  Motion passed with one opposing vote.  Lynn moved to have Bob, president-elect, sign the document. Cal seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously
Constitution and Bylaws   Rosie has contacted Marge to assist in the revision of the constitution and bylaws.  She noted several items in protocol that need to be included.  There is a committee formed that includes Bob, Kris, Rosie, and Cal.  Rosie plans to do the work on Google Docs which allows several people to work together online.  Kris has recently made an electronic copy and will mail this out to everyone to review.  The entire board was asked to please review this document and suggest updates or revisions by the next meeting on March 27.  This will allow the committee to make the revisions and enable the board to vote on it at the board retreat in June.  The membership must vote on the changes.  This can be done at the fall conference.
Summer Art Camp    Aimee said the date for the Art Camp is June17-18 which is a Thursday and Friday.  It will be at WSU and several off-site locations.  She plans to have it follow last year’s format with one and two day workshops presented by 9 different artists.  New workshops include lampworking beads, bronze casting and an apron workshop from Andrea.  Housing will be available again at Newman University.  Lunches will be provided on both days.  She plans on a registration number similar to last year’s at around 60-70 participants.  College credit will be available again. 
Plans for summer camp next year are in discussion for the Kansas City area.  Rosie and Marge are working on this.  
Membership   Linda Nelson-Bova reported that the membership is down to 291 members.  Membership directories have been mailed out.  Everyone agreed that the inclusion of photos of artwork in the directory were an asset.  The directories cost $1,277.76 to print.   Three hundred and forty–two directories were mailed out at a cost of $90.  Nice job, Linda!  Linda also stated she would like to develop a system with Sue to ensure that memberships were recorded more accurately at conferences.  Linda also reported that there is now a link on our website to join NAEA/KAEA.  
YAM   Linda Nelson-Bova reported that Gary Blitch of South Winds Gallery in Topeka was the judge for the YAM scholarship.  He returned the judge’s check and said that he would be happy to provide a scholarship for YAM next year and could refer others that would do the same.  Linda will be sure to contact him next year.  
The two scholarship winners were Isaac Stallbaumer and Maddie Shrock, seniors at Shawnee Heights High School, each took home $500 scholarships for their artwork Saturday.  Stallbaumer's handmade copper jewelry piece was submitted by Linda Nelson-Bova. Shrock's clay bust of a man in thought was submitted by Ryan Paget.  There were also 3 honorable mentions.  The YAM event drew in a nice crowd for the reception and lots of beautiful artwork. Last June at the retreat, Cal pledged $100 to get the Harry Hart Memorial YAM Scholarship started.  Today he gave Deena a check for the scholarship.
Deena suggested that we write thank you notes to the head of Legislative Services, Jeff Russell, for his help in coordinating the event at the capitol. Linda said that she plans to write a thank you note to the judge.  Thank you letters to Panera for providing the cookies for the reception would also be nice.  Angelia suggested that it would mean so much more to have teachers have their students also write and send letters of thanks.  Angelia will collect addresses and send out to all.  
2010 Manhattan Conference Report    The conference will be October 14, 15, and 16th, 2010.    The conference theme will be Celebrate Colorful Connections: 75 years of KAEA.  The Beach Art Museum as well as the art education building, the alumni center and the student union on campus will be conference venues.   Stevie Mack, the keynote speaker will speak Friday at the Awards Luncheon.  The Beach Museum is working on an exhibit and reception that focuses on Art Teachers as Artists.  There will be a tapas party at the Beach Museum for the Friday evening meal as well as the silent auction and an electronic member’s art show during the reception.  Suitcase sales will be Friday evening after the silent auction.  Saturday breakfast will be in division meetings and the Awards will be presented during the Saturday luncheon.  Sue said that she still needs presenters and would like to form a panel to discuss “art education through the years.”  If you would be willing to be on the panel, please let her know.  Workshop presenter forms are on the KAEA website. 
2011 Garden City Conference Report   Bob introduced and welcomed Kristi Hubbard as the 2011 Conference Chair.  A conference notebook was given to her to help answer questions and provide guidelines about putting on a conference.

Kristi said that they were already considering a date in early October.  
Advertising Rates   Bob introduced and welcomed Denise Panzner, our new Commercial Liaison.  Angelia presented a number of questions that needed to be considered for advertising on the web site and the newsletter.  A lengthy discussion included coupons, links on and away from our web site, costs, and availability of access of information to non-members.   Linda M. moved to appoint Denise as the KAEA representative for all forms of ads on the web site, newsletter, and commercial vendors for conferences.  Angelia seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.   Sondra moved to have Denise develop a pricing guideline for all KAEA advertising by the next board meeting on March 27.  Rosie seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.                                                     
Souvenirs   Cal would like to do something different this year in celebration of our 75th Anniversary.  He would like to forgo providing pins for the national conference but provide something for all members that attend the fall conference.  Cal also provided a sample of a very professional looking board name tag.  Discussion from board members considered the need, the cost, and other considerations.  No action was taken. 
Support for Rosie    Rosie reported that because of budget cuts in her district she would be financially unable to attend the ceremony at nationals to receive her award for Western Region Art Teacher of the Year.   The board would like to support Rosie financially so that she could attend this event.  Deena noted that the Leadership Conference Fund has close to $800 in it.    Deena moved to have the board pay for a substitute for at least 2 days, if necessary, in case Rosie doesn’t get the support from her district.  Lynn seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

Bob reported that there was a Southeast Regional Meeting on February 20 at the Safari Museum in Chanute. 

There was only a small group that met but he thought that 2 people at the meeting would join KAEA.
