  Marcia called the meeting to order at 10:20 am.       


Adoption of Agenda   Marcia removed the second ‘minutes adoption’ from the agenda.   Katie moved to accept the  agenda with the change.  Andrea seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Minutes   No changes to the minutes were made.  Sue moved to accept the minutes as written and Teddy seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
Souvenirs   Cal took orders for the board name tag that will cost $10.95.  Board members can purchase these on their own if they want one.  Cal thought that he might be able to get these ordered and to everyone attending the national conference by April 17.  If you would like to order one please contact Cal.  

Cal also presented his idea for the 75th anniversary pin.  He would like to provide an enameled pin for each member attending the conference this fall.  The pin is about 1 inch square.  He has found a source that can provide the pins for $1.77 if 300 were bought and $1.55 if 500 were bought.  Cal has not spent his budget ($450) for the current year and would need this money carried over to next years’ budget in order to afford the pins.  Lynn moved to purchase 300 pins at $1.77 apiece and allow Cal’s budget money from fiscal year 2009-2010 to carry over to the 2010-2011 budget.  Josh seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
Treasurer’s Report   As income Deena reported that there were two $100.00 donations to the Harry Hart Memorial YAM Scholarship Fund.  There was also a $5 donation given at the YAM Reception.  The YAM judge also donated his fee back to the association.  These with other income of dues and interest made the total $457.46.  Expenditures totaled $2391.28.  The total amount available in the checking account as of 3-27-10 was $780.83.  Certificates of Deposit amount to $58814.36.  Cal moved to accept the treasurer’s report as presented, Lynn seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Constitution and Bylaws   The revision committee that includes Marge, Bob, Kris, Rosie, and Cal has been working on the constitution and bylaws online through Google Docs.  Bob presented a document of proposed changes.  It was decided to define the executive committee as the 5 officers that are elected- president, president-elect, past president, treasurer and secretary.  Other items were also discussed.  Another concern was the number of times board members could be absent from meetings.  Bob asked everyone to review the document and send any recommendations to Marge. Joint Membership with NAEA    Bob has sent in information for the joint membership with NAEA.
Summer Art Camp    Aimee reported that things were going as planned and she hopes  to mail out registration in a few weeks.  She reported that she had an interested sponsor for the art camp.  After some discussion the board felt that the company could sponsor a meal depending on the donation they were willing to give.  
2010 Manhattan Conference Report    The conference will be October 14, 15, and 16th, 2010.    The conference theme will be Celebrate Colorful Connections: 75 years of KAEA.  The Beach Art Museum is sponsoring a “beach” party and Sue asked if everyone could wear an old KAEA conference T-shirt.  She said that she still needs presenters and would like to form a panel to discuss “art education through the years.”  If you would be willing to be on the panel, please let her know.  Workshop presenters are also needed and forms are on the KAEA website.   Plans were made to locate some old conference registration flyers, collages, and other vintage documents and photos to use for the anniversary theme.  Josh volunteered to video members discussing what art education means to them and develop a power point presentation. Kris volunteered to look into the archives at WSU’s Ablah Library for things from the past.   If anyone on the board knows of names and addresses of retired art teachers they should bring them to the summer retreat.  Sue would like to include them in the conference in some way.
2011 Garden City Conference Report   No report was given.
Advertising Rates   Denise did not attend the meeting but did forward information on advertising.  After some discussion it was decided to discuss this at the summer retreat.

Awards    Kris reminded all that it is now the best time and maybe the last time before school is out to nominate for the awards.  The dead line is July 1, so go out and get your nomination in to Elizabeth!
New Business
Retreat   Sue said that she has secured a room at the Beach Museum for the retreat meeting.  There are lots of motels around the campus to make overnight arrangements.
