High School Art Exhibition in Paraguay
The Kansas Paraguay Partners (KPP) and its Paraguayan counterpart the Comité Paraguay Kansas (CPK) is an international volunteer organization promoting people-to-people exchanges between Paraguayans and Kansans. The KPP-CPK are members of the Partners of the Americas (POA), the Western hemisphere’s largest private, completely apolitical volunteer organization, which was created by President Kennedy in the 1960’s.  The Kansas-Paraguay partnership has been in existence since 1968.
In honor of this year's celebration of the Bicentennial of Paraguay's independence from Spain, the Kansas  Paraguay Partners have  been invited to mount an exhibition of art by Kansas high school students. The exhibition is to take place in May, surrounding Paraguay's Independence Day on May 15th.   The exhibition will be held at the Paraguay-American Cultural Center (CCPA)  in the nation’s capital of Asunción.  The CCPA offers classes in English to over 11,000 students each year, so this is a great opportunity to share the work of the best art students in Kansas with Paraguay.

All art students in Kansas are invited to submit artwork.  You may send original 2D work OR copies of the original art.  A suggestion is for each high school teacher to choose two works of art for display from his/her 9-12 students and scan or take a digital image of the work (set camera to the highest image quality and image size to insure an excellent reproduction of the image) and then print the copy to send.   Prints can be made from a high quality ink jet printer or taken to a store to have an enlargement created.  Due the nature of the Paraguay location, artwork will NOT be returned. Feel free to hold your own mini competition in order to choose the two final works.  The works should be no smaller than 5x7 and no larger than 16x20. Works should NOT be matted, mounted, or framed. They will be formally mounted for presentation once the work gets to Paraguay to minimize shipping costs.
