Art Aprons—Andrea Aeschlimann
The creative and stylish Andrea Aeschlimann has been seen sporting her beautiful, yet utilitarian art apron at high-profile events like the 2009 KAEA Fall Conference, spawning envious looks and comments from fellow art educators. Now you too can be the envy of all by creating your own art apron. Andrea will demo techniques and model different options using everything from needle and thread to glue gun. Bring along your favorite ribbons and beads. 
$10 materials/ class size 10

Fire and Metal: Casting Metal Sculptures—Stephen Atwood

With a history pre-dating 4000 B.C. and a litany of potential uses from the utilitarian coin and cannons to the more aesthetic sculptures, it has been a media of exploration and expression by artists from around the world. More than half of the 77 sculptures in the Martin H. Bush Outdoor Sculpture Collection are created from bronze. 

Join artist Stephen Atwood for a special two-day session chock full of demos and hands-on projects. Each participant will sculpt their own three-dimensional work in a variety of materials and then cast it in aluminum in a hands-on pour in the WSU School of Art and Design bronze foundry. Session includes a variety of demos on casting methods such as: lost-wax, mold-making, direct casting and silicone molds, vacuum casting, sand-casting and ceramics shells. Learn about tools and their proper usage, the characteristics of metals and how to create a variety of custom-patinas.
Participants should bring closed-toe shoes, long cotton pants (jeans) and long-sleeved cotton shirt for the aluminum pour in the foundry.

Stephen Atwood is a professional artist practicing in the Wichita area. His work has been featured in Sculpture Magazine and he has exhibited nationally. A graduate of the WSU MFA program, he now teaches at Wichita State University and Friends University.
Egg Tempera Painting Techniques—James Butler

Before the advent of oil paint in the 1500s, artists painted with tempera—egg tempera, a product created through a careful mixing of egg yolk and colored pigments to produce long-lasting images. Butler provides history on the invention and use of egg tempera while students learn the fine art of mixing their own egg yolks and ground pigments to create their own works of art on panel.

Note: This class is available only on Friday, June 18, 2010.
James Butler is a native Kansan from Fort Scott and attended Wichita University.  As a young artist he was mentored by Dee Connett and has been influenced by her throughout his career.  After attending Wichita University,  James lived abroad and worked for the United States Department of State as a Foreign Service Officer.  In 1998 he retired to Australia and has since been working full time as an artist.  In 2000, he returned to Wichita and now owns James Butler Studios situated along the Little Arkansas River.
Big Ideas—Stephanie Danker
Come brainstorm about big ideas and themes to base art curriculum on. Discover connections between art and other subjects through exploring big ideas presented through art from the Ulrich Museum of Art’s permanent collection. Learn strategies to create new units or spruce up existing integrated curriculum with a contemporary flair. 
Write a gallery guide for your students or create a scavenger hunt based on the museum’s collection. Collaborate with other art teachers and exchange ideas. Have fun while experiencing artwork in the museum in fresh ways and from new perspectives!

Living Social—Stephanie Danker
This hands-on workshop with explore various social media platforms to use with students in the art classroom. Learn about educational implications for using social media in your classroom, and try creating a digital product to enhance what you’re already doing in the classroom. Bring digital images and digital files related to a project you’ve done with students or one that you would like to plan for.  Document your Ulrich experience through digital photographs and try out various free open source software to experience offerings and capabilities, and connections that can be made to learning.  See how some museums are using interactive technology in their educational programs, and brainstorm ways to utilize online museum sites in your classroom.

Participants should bring a digital camera and a way to transfer pictures to a computer. We will spend time in the Ulrich galleries, with the outdoor sculptures, and time in the McKnight computer lab. Knowledge of Photoshop would be useful, but not required. Participants may also want to bring a flash drive or external storage device.

Mixed Media Drawing and Printmaking - Jenny Dowd

In this workshop a variety of materials will be used on the drawing support to build up a layered and varied surface.  This surface can be carved into or materials imbedded, as it is being worked and layered.  A variety of drawing materials will be introduced for the purpose of unique surface design.  The results will be painterly or can morph into sculptural drawings. 

We will also explore water-based mono-printing techniques through non-traditional methods to create layers on the surface.  The chine colle and mono-print results can be the final product or can be used as a base for a future mixed media drawing.

Jenny Dowd is a ceramist, sculptor, papermaker, object maker, and collector that lives and works in Wyoming. She has exhibited at The Loft in Jackson Hole, Wyoming; The Wichita Center for the Arts in Wichita, Kansas, and The Arnaldo Pomodoro Gallery in Milan, Italy.  She holds an M.F.A. from the University of Missouri at Columbia and a B.F.A. from Kansas State University in Manhattan, Kansas.
Beginning Glass Beading at Beadazzled—Julie Freige

This course teaches the art of melting glass rods to make your own unique beads. We go over safety, torch and studio set up, tools used and basics of forming glass beads into different shapes. We also use frit, silver and other techniques to enhance the bead surface. We'll learn to pull stringer, rake beads and encase. Usually students go home with more than a dozen beads.
$50 materials fee/class size 8

Note: This course will be held at Beadazzled at 307 North Mead in Wichita. Parking is available in the parking garage directly west of Beadazzled at no charge.

Glass Art: Introduction to Glass Fusing and Slumping -

Stephanie O'Toole

The course will introduce the fundamentals of scoring, fusing and slumping glass in a kiln. Attendees will be lead through multiple projects exploring a variety of practical techniques. Scheduled projects include: Basic Pendants, Fiber Paper Inclusion Ornament, Enamel on Glass project and Nipped Edges Coaster.  Each project presented will include a lesson plan and the availability of classroom kits. The projects can be taken unfired by the attendees at the conclusion of the course or fired by the instructor and shipped to the attendee after firing. A fee of $10 will be necessary for shipping.

$20 Materials Fee; if firing services are requested, an additional shipping fee of $10 will be required/ class size 15
Note: This class is available only on Thursday, June 17, 2010. Introduction to Glass Fusing and Slumping is required to take the Advanced Glass class on Friday, June 18, 2010.
The course will be held at the manufacturing plant of Creative Paradise, Inc. The attendees will also be guided through a tour of the plant and shown the creative processes involved in manufacturing molds for glass and ceramics.

Creative Paradise, 415 Industrial, in Goddard, Kansas is a short drive from Newman University or Wichita State University. 

Glass Art: Advanced Glass Fusing and Slumping - 
Stephanie O’Toole
Students in the Advanced Glass Fusing and Slumping course will build on the fundamentals of glass fusing and slumping learned in the Introduction class. Students will have the opportunity to continue with projects begun on Thursday, June 17, or work on a new series of projects: Wind Chime, Glass Weave, Glass Lamp and Glass Mask. As in the Introductory class, projects can be taken unfired by the attendees at the conclusion of the course, or have them fired by the instructor and shipped to the attendee after firing. An additional fee of $10 will be necessary for shipping.

$20 Materials Fee; if firing services are requested, an additional shipping fee of $10 will be required/ class size 15

Glazing with Mayco—Pauline Wyndham
