KAEA Professional Development Grant

The Kansas Art Education Association is offering a maximum of 5 Professional Development Grants to KAEA members. The goal of the program is to provide opportunities for KAEA members to improve instruction or gain knowledge relating to visual arts education. This year there are up to 5 grants in the amount of $750.00 each.

To be eligible for this grant the applicant must: 

(1) Be a member of KAEA for at least three consecutive years prior to the grant application date.

(2) Agree to present information from the experience at the following fall KAEA State conference or publish an article in the KAEA newsletter.
(3) If you have received a grant, you may not apply again for three years.
Examples of possible uses include expenses for attending a session at an arts school such as Arrowmont or Penland School of Art and Craft, national, regional, or state art education conferences, workshops, institutes, in-services, post-graduate projects which involve professional development. The professional development grants CANNOT be used for the following: purchasing art supplies or artifacts for classrooms, college or university tuition. 
The professional development grant review committee consists of the Professional Growth and Standards Committee of KAEA.  

Awards will be based on the following criteria:
1. The potential for the proposal (outcomes for students or the art program).
2. The quality and clarity of the proposal application. 
3. Applicant being a past or active participant in KAEA Conferences and/or KAEA board.
