Camp Participants will select one of the following options to focus on for the duration of the camp:

Option 1:  The Artist’s Introduction to Bookbinding
with Nicolette Ross, artist in residence

Learn to create beautiful hand-bound journals, sketchbooks, and artist books. During this two-day intensive students will be introduced to various pamphlet, accordion, Coptic, long stitch, and stab bindings. Students will also learn to make decorative paste paper to adorn their creations! Students will be encouraged to understand the book as a diverse artistic medium, through discussion of how the artist book is applied to contemporary creative practices.

Option 2: Image Transfer on Clay 
with Akiko Jackson, artist in residence
This class will introduce you to surface treatment along with transferring images onto clay. Screenprinting processes and transfers with high contrast will be covered. Focus will be on printing upon 3-D forms. Learn concepts of  “why” and image and form have been selected. Participants should bring any tools, stamps and high contrast images that they think might be useful.  Participants should also bring boxes to transport projects home. 
*You are responsible for your own firing.  

Option 3: : Exploring Jewelry Techniques
with Dan Dakotas, Metalsmith

This class is designed to give you hands on experience in several areas of jewelry and will include: Cuttle bone casting with pewter, enamel on copper, simple soldering, piercing and sawing of metal, patina colors on copper, and a combination of found objects with copper. All these techniques will be used to create some Artful Jewelry. NO jewelry experience necessary to take this class.

For those in the class a list of items they may want to bring:

Safety glasses

Apron

small plastic ruler

Artful stuff that they may want to use in their jewelry such as beads etc.
